Did you know that ...

zz Violence against women violates their human 
rights and fundamental freedoms.

zz Violence against women of any age is a crime.

zz At least 1 in 3 women in Latin America is being 
abused and suffers physical, sexual, and emotional 
violence; in most of these cases in her everyday  
environment.

zz The number of femicides is alarming: 38 % of 
female murder victims were killed by their partners.

zz The silence of society supports the impunity 
of perpetrators.

zz Violence against women is destructive to  
themselves, their families, the community, business, 
and society.

zz  Boys and girls that experience or witness  
violence against women are five times more likely  
of becoming perpetrators or victims.

zz A Peruvian study found that companies lose nearly  
7 billion U.S. dollars due to violence against 
women by their partners.
